MINUTES OF PROCEEDINGS
July 22, 2024, 9:00 a.m.


In Attendance: Dave Ritter, Roger Walker, Tom Fiedler, Scott Zambo & Commissioners Jim Houck, & Highway Superintendent Tom Hannan.

Call to Order: Chairman Ritter called the meeting to order at 9:00 a.m.

Pledge of Allegiance: The Pledge of Allegiance was recited by those in attendance.

Agenda: Houck moved to approve the agenda.  Second by Walker.  All in favor – All Aye. Motion carried.

Discussion was held concerning the Weed & Pest Supervisor position that has been vacant for some time.  It was a concern that a position with no benefits is difficult to fill at this time.  Highway Superintendent Hannan was asked to absorb this position into his workforce, enabling a full-time position with benefits to be added to the Highway Department.  Several possibilities were suggested as to the best way to accomplish this.  Walker and Ritter both offered their assistance to Superintendent Hannan in any way they could.  They will begin with getting a current complete chemical inventory.  Superintendent Hannan agreed to add this position to his department.  Houck moved to add a weed/pest control – highway laborer full-time position at the same wage as current highway laborers, and to give the Highway Superintendent authority to start advertising for this position.  Fiedler seconded.  All in favor – All aye.  Motion carried.

Zambo moved that the county will no longer do any mosquito spraying for the towns in the county.  Walker seconded.  All in favor – All aye.  Motion carried.

There being no further old or new business Walker moved to adjourn the meeting.  Second by Fiedler.  All in favor – All Aye.  Motion carried.
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
