Treasurer: Holgard moved to appoint Leah Holder as Treasurer as of September 30th and seconded by Schilling. Roll call vote, all voting yes. Motion carried.
Schilling moved to approve Theodore Ford for treasurer trust and that if he doesn’t pay Walworth County will take the property and seconded by Schilling. Roll call vote, all voting yes. Motion carried.
Schilling moved to remove Cindy from the Bank West account and Sweep account effective September 27th and seconded by Holgard. All in favor, all voting aye. Motion carried.
Holgard moved to put Leah on Sweep account effective September 27th and seconded by Jungwirth. All in favor, all voting aye. Motion carried.

Landfill: Schilling moved to sign Stantec Proposal to complete Fill Progression and seconded by Jungwirth. Roll call vote, all voting yes. Motion carried.

Quonset: Schilling moved to continue the current lease on the Quonset building till we review the land lease in February of 2026 and seconded by Holgard. All in favor, all voting aye. Motion carried.

Executive session SDCL 1-25-2(1) Personnel: Holgard moved to go into executive session for personnel and seconded by Schilling. All in favor, all voting aye. Motion carried. Went into executive session at 9:50 a.m. and ended at 10:13 a.m.

Annual Budget: Jungwirth moved to lower line item 101-151-411 from $176,200 to $172,700 and seconded by Schilling. Roll call vote, all voting yes. Motion carried.
Jungwirth moved to adopt the 2025 Annual Budget and seconded by Schilling. Roll call vote, all voting yes. Motion carried.

WHEREAS, (7-21-5 THRU 13), SDCL provides that the Board of County Commissioners shall each year prepare a Provisional Budget of all contemplated expenditures and revenues of the County and all its institutions and agencies for such fiscal year and, WHEREAS, the Board of County Commissioners did prepare a Provisional Budget and cause same to be published by law, and WHEREAS, due and legal notice has been given to the meeting of the Board of County Commissioners for the consideration of such Provisional Budget and all changes, elimination’s and additions have been made thereto: NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, That such provisional budget as amended and all its purposes, schedules, appropriations, amounts, estimates and all matters therein set forth, SHALL BE APPROVED AND ADOPTED AS THE ANNUAL BUDGET OF THE APPOPRIATION AND EXPENDITURES FOR WALWORTH COUNTY, South Dakota and all its institutions and agencies for calendar year beginning January 1, 2025 and ending December 31, 2025 and the same is hereby approved and adopted by the Board of County Commissioners of Walworth County, South Dakota, this 3rd day of September, 2024. The Annual Budget so adopted is available for public inspection during normal business hours at the office of the County Auditor, Walworth County, South Dakota. The accompanying taxes are levied by Walworth County for the year January 1, 2025 through December 31, 2025.
